Red Envelope (4.8)

Red envelopes, also called red packets, or HONGBAO in Chinese,
widely seen during the Chinese New Year (Spring Festival). It is a
Chinese New Year gift with money stuffed into red paper to kids.
The red packets are usually presented by parents and grandpar-
ents to children during Chinese New Year, which is probably one
of the most recognized traditions that are observed during the
Festival.

New Year Eve Dinner (ZER& )

The New Year's Eve dinner is very large and traditionally
includes dumplings, chicken, and pork. Fish is also in-
cluded, but intentionally not finished, and the remaining
fish is stored overnight. It represents as "be blessed every
year" . Similarly, a type of black hair-like algae, pro-
nounced as Fa Chai, which sounds similar to "prosperity”.

Some parts of China will eat sesame ball soup. The round
shape of the ball represents the unity of the family.

New Year Eve dinner is regarded the most important din-
ner for the year. All family members must be at the din-

ner. It usually last very long, some till midnight. It is the
symbol of family reunion.
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Lion dance is a form of traditional dance
in Chinese culture and other Asian coun-
tries in which performers mimic a lion's
movements in a lion costume to bring
good luck and fortune.

During the Chinese New Year, lion dance
troupes will visit the houses and shops of
the Asian community. The "lion" will
dance and approach the "green” and "red
envelope" like a curious cat, to "eat the
green" and "spit” it out but keep the "red
envelope"” which is the reward for the lion
troupe.
