Being encouraged by friends, Shirley walked into my office. We talked for nearly 2 hours. She was an interesting woman,
having been to many countries and places in the world. She also had experience of dealing people from all background and
levels. Talking about a future partner, Shirley was very reasonable. However after a while, every date ended up pleasantly,
but no one asked her out again. Obviously she was discouraged. But what went wrong?

At a casual gathering, | talked to a man who had met Shirley . He told me Shirley was a nice woman, but a little too old. To
my surprise this man was 10 years Shirley’s senior. Until one day when Shirley came to our party, | suddenly realised what
this man was talking about.

But at the same time, we also need to understand human nature .
